Basic information 

Nowadays, there is a contactless smart-card system, the OV-chipkaart, for all public transport in the 

Netherlands. There are two types of cards: anonymous one, which you can buy from the OV-

chipkaart machines, or personal one, which you need to arrange online or by mail. Your card can be 

loaded from one of the OV-chipkaart machines strategically placed at train stations and metro 

stations.

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Application and registration 

Firstly you have to apply at your home university. If you are nominated, the Saxion University of 

Applied Sciences will receive an official nomination from your home university stating that you have

 1 copy of passport 

 1 legalized copy of your High School diploma (including mark/grade lists), both in the original 

language and English translation 

 1 legalized copy of all Higher Education qualification (including mark/grade lists), both in the 

original language and English translation 

 Proof of English language proficiency (if applicable): TOEFL, IELTS or other type of score 

mentioned in the entrance requirement of each course 

 Curriculum Vitae
